Suddenly he stopped the car loaded with en- 

thus:astic Ingatherers, bolted over the barbed-
wire fence of the pasture, and began to talk 
earnestly to the ruminating Jersey cow. After 
much gesticulating, he tipped his hat courteous-
ly and rejoined the curious Ingatherers. "She 
says she does not care to contribute to missions 
today," he said nonchalantly as he again took 
the wheel of the classy convertible. 

A good natured, friendly, fun-loving fellow 
with a rare sense of humor is the way that Rob-
son Newbold is remembered by his former class-
mates and teachers. But the most striking thing 
about him was his unassuming way. He never 
spoke of his beautiful home overlooking the 
Hudson, his father's yacht, and the many luxuries 
that he could enjoy if he cared to. In fact, it 
was not until his last year at EMC that the 
students discovered, incidentally, that the Rob-
son who was so much a part of the commonest 
on campus came from a very well-to-do back-
ground. 

Robson Newbold graduated with the class 
of 1939 and in 1944 left Loma Linda with his 
M.D. degree. After he had served in the army 
for two years, folks expected that he—a promis- 
ing young doctor with ready cash 	would set 
up a lucrative practice. 

But no! Robson and his wife, Isabel, were 
off to Tulane University, where he studied trop-
ical medicine, then off to a mission hospital in 
the interior of the Belgian Congo. 

Today Robson is the only doctor within a 
radius of seventy-five miles, director of plumb-
ing repair, superintendent of brick-making and 
mission construction and foster father to ten 
native orphan babies 	besides his own lively four. 

To us, Robson Newbold has become a symbol 
of the hundreds of EMC alumni who have chosen 
"service grand in every land" rather than the 
applause and material rewards of the world. 
Through him, we salute you, loyal alumni, who 
have made to live the phrase from our school 
song "Thy praise is sung in every clime."
